participate in the festivities. 

We at AIMM are willing to help facilitate travel arrangements between North America 
and Congo for this Centennial Celebration.  It will simplify Congolese Mennonites’ 
hosting responsibilities if we travel as a group.   We are also likelier to get air ticket 
reductions and other benefits if we travel on the same schedules as much as possible.  
Following are schedule and cost estimates.  The costs may be reduced somewhat if we 
are able to receive group airline ticket rates.

 AIMM facilitated travel to Tshikapa 
for a 12 person North American 
Building Team in January 2011.  
The Team’s goal was to assist 
local masons and other builders as 
the Congolese began work on the 
Center’s Assembly Hall.  During 
the two weeks of shared work 

between Congolese and North American builders, the foundations of the 
Assembly Hall were laid, and the walls were raised up to lintel level.  
Preparations were also made for further buildings. 

Since then, the Congolese builders have continued to mark excellent progress.  
The Assembly Hall is essentially completed, with the roof, windows and doors 
installed.  The same is true for the Dining Hall/kitchen.  One 7 room dormitory 
block is completed, and 
foundations have been laid 
for the two remaining 
dormitory blocks.  Thanks 
to all who have already 
contributed to this project, 
and thanks for your 
continued support!

Congo Story Gathering Project Update 

    Three Congolese writers:  Jean-Felix Tshimbala Nga Wa Mpoyi  of the 
Evangelical Mennonite Church of Congo, along with Vincent Ndandula  and 
Beleji Jackson  from Mennonite Church of Congo, are continuing to produce 
stories about individual Congolese Mennonites over the last century who 
followed Christ, helped build the church and made an impact for God.  
Congolese Mennonites are taking the lead, in collaboration with AIMM, to gather, 
write and publish these stories, thus giving glory to God and celebrating 100 
years of ministry in Congo. 

Currently we are ahead of schedule, as the 3 writers have already produced 90 
stories!  We are also receiving some stories about Congolese believers from 
former AIMM missionaries. 

Still to be Accomplished 

·  The French stories  need to be 
translated into English, and the English 
into French, a process that has just 
begun. 

·  In late 2011 or early 2012, the three writers will gather with church 
Presidents Benjamin Mubenga  and Adolphe Komuesa  to go over 
produced materials.  Together, we will make final decisions as to the 
contents of the French and English versions of the proposed “Centennial 
Book”. 

·  The French version is slated to be published in time for the Centennial  
celebrations  in Congo which are scheduled for July 16-26, 2012 in 
Tshikapa and Mbuji Mayi. 

·  The English version needs to be published before September 2012, as 
during that month a series of celebrations of the Centennial of both AIMM 
and the Congo Churches are planned across North America. 

 



What is Needed

Pastor Benjamin Mubenga,  President of AIMM’s International Central Council, and

Pastor Mubenga  shared about projects such as the School of Evangelism through 
which their church plans to train missionaries and church leaders, and the Guesthouse 
his church is seeking to build in Mbuji Mayi.  Pastor Mubenga’s message to Mennonites 
in North America was simple and profound:  “Thank-you for sending missionaries to 
Congo.  If you had not done so, our churches would not exist today.  Thank-you for 
caring enough to bring Christ to us.  Thanks for continuing to walk with us and support 
us.” 

Pastor Damien Pelende , President of the Mennonite Brethren Church of Congo, visited 
Canada and the USA.  He arrived in Canada June 11 for the meetings of the 
International Community of Mennonite Brethren, which he has served as Vice President.  
He then visited churches in Montreal and Toronto before participating in the Mennonite 
Church Canada Assembly July 4-5 and inviting Canadian Mennonites to visit Congo for 
the 2012 Centennial celebrations. 

Pastors Pelende  and Mubenga  then joined together to travel to Pittsburgh to attend the 
Mennonite Church USA  Convention July 7-8.  During that time, they presented a 
seminar on “One Hundred Years of Mennonite Witness in Congo”.  When they spoke 
briefly to the delegate body, it was again to invite participants to Congo for 2012.

Melvin Claassen  passed into the arms of his 
loving Heavenly Father on Wednesday Feb.2, 
2011 at the Good Samaritan Village in Mountain 
Lake, MN.  We will miss him greatly, but are so 
thankful he is with his God and Savior whom he 
loved and served so faithfully. 

Melvin accepted the Lord on his mother’s knee 
at the age of 5 and, upon confession of faith, 
was baptized at the age of 16 at the Emmaus 
Mennonite Church in Whitewater, KS.  In August 
1952 he married Martha Buhler from Mountain

College, and served as interim or full time pastor in several settings.   

We, his family, are so grateful for his leadership, teaching and example of what it 
means to be a godly husband and father. 

He is survived by his wife Martha , and children Evangeline  and Steve.

Three words epitomized Sam Barkman , of Fresno, CA:

Music Camp, Lisle Boys’ Choir, and Youth Choirs at First Presbyterian Church in

Jim Bertsche , with assistance from volunteer driver 
Roelif Badertscher , represented AIMM at the 2011 
Annual Convention of the Fellowship of Evangelical 
Bible Churches (formerly the Evangelical Mennonite 
Brethren), held in Mountain Lake, MN. July 15-17.  
Jim was invited by FEBC’s Mission Commission to 
briefly share the story of FEBC involvement, through 
AIMM, in planting Mennonite churches in Congo.  An 
excerpt of his remarks follows: 

 
“One of the earliest Mennonite Conferences to 
show interest [in Congo Inland Mission’s 
church planting task, beyond CIM’s two 
founding conferences] was the Evangelical 
Mennonite Brethren. In the 20s and 30s a few 
EMB candidates had already sought out the 
CIM on their own and were sent to Congo. 

 
It was in 1938 that the EMB Conference officially became a partner in the 
work of the CIM/AIMM and participation rapidly grew thereafter. Over time, 
a total of 34 EMB missionaries served with the CIM/AIMM. Their combined 
time in Congo totals nearly 500 years. In addition, 18 EMB men served at 
various times on the CIM/AIMM Board helping to shape and direct this 
inter-Mennonite venture of service and witness in the heart of Africa. 

 
I am here to tell you today that the faith, the prayers, the human and 
material resources your EMB predecessors invested in Africa over the 
years were not in vain. There are today three autonomous Mennonite 
Conferences in Congo that have grown out of the work of CIM/AIMM 
which total more than 225.000 members.” 

 
FEBC delegates and other members have since expressed deep appreciation to 
Jim for his good work in reminding them of their own history.  Several said, “We 
were not aware that this work, in which previous generations of our church 
invested so deeply, has born so much fruit.”

career that ended in 1945.  AIMM’s agreement with Samuel included a commitment to 
display the “Barkman Collection” for the public, a commitment which now is being 
honored because of Nevin and Carolyn’s work.

August 27-28, the “Congo Collaboration Group” met at Grace Church in Morton, IL.

Vice President Joly Birakara  
continues to lead Mennonite 
Church of Congo  as it shares the 
Good News of Jesus with its 
neighbors.  Pastor Birakara leads a 
team of evangelists who 
accompany him in this work. 

Easter weekend (April 23) a 
special Jesus Film showing was 
planned at the Tshikapa Kanzala congregation, which meets on the grounds of 
the denominational headquarters.  Over one thousand persons attended this 
event.  Easter Sunday a special worship service at Kanzala was organized, 
involving all Mennonite Church of Congo congregations of central Tshikapa.  The 
church was packed, with some participants needing to stand outside.  During the 
service 37 baptisms were performed, 13 men and 24 women.   

Another Jesus Film trip was organized July 15-
25, traveling south from Tshikapa toward the 
Angola border.  Congregations which hosted 
film showings included Kabilengu; Luanvula; 
Lunvula; Lubudi; Nabondo; and Shakafutshi.  
An estimated total of 3,500 persons saw the 
film during this tour.  55 persons were 
baptized. 

In October 2011 another trip is projected, this time to Bandundu province west of 
Tshikapa.  Partner congregations for outreach will be:  Mabangara (at Luange); 
Kipita, Kafatu, Kabangi and Kinguba (all at Mukedi); Jimba (at idiofa); Koji (at 
Ngula Gizeze);  Lukolela and Misengi (at Kikwit). 

Praise God!  The church of Jesus Christ continues to reach beyond itself to share 
LIFE with others.  Mennonite Church of Congo and AIMM contribute equally to 
covering travel costs for these trips. 



Burkinabe Mennonites say “Goodbye”  

to the Warkentin Family 

Sunday May 15 at the Ouagadougou  
Mennonite Church , Burkinabe 
Mennonite leaders gathered to pay 
tribute to Jeff and Tany Warkentin and 
their children Danika, Asher and 
Kenani  (Mennonite Church Canada) for 
over five years of missionary service 
under the direction of    the Evangelical 
Mennonite Church of Burkina Faso.   

Jeff and Tany served as “house parents” in the Ouagadougou Mennonite Foyer , a 
ministry which welcomes and lodges Mennonite university students who come to study 
in the capital city.  They invested much in the building up of the Ouagadougou 
Mennonite church .  Jeff also contributed through teaching at the annual church 
seminars, while Tany helped to orient and train church 
workers to manage Partnership Council funds. 

In a letter of thanks, Evangelical Mennonite Church President 
Siaka Traoré  stated,  

 “We want to express our gratitude to God for having  
sent the Warkentin family among us.  We believe tha t it is God who gave to them the 
willingness to obey His command to go and make of a ll nations disciples…  

 Jeff and Tany were always sensitive to those with whom they worked.  They never 
made decisions without consulting their colleagues.   Their principle has been to work 
alongside others.  They acted as servants and not a s masters.  I believe that it is this
